Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), which was 
signed into law on August 10, 2005, established the Highway g g g y
Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) as a core Federal-aid 
program (earlier similar to Hazard Elimination Program). 

 What is the purpose of the HSIP? What is the purpose of the HSIP?
 The overall purpose of this program is to achieve a significant 

reduction in traffic fatalities and serious injuries on all public 
roads through the implementation of infrastructure relatedroads through the implementation of infrastructure-related 
highway safety improvements.

 How much HSIP funds are allocated to Florida each year?
 Florida is allocated approximately $90M per year.

 Highway safety improvement project is a project consistent 

with the State Strategic Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) that

addresses a highway safety problem.

- An intersection safety improvement
