Transit Facility Field Guide
Section 337.408, F.S.
Section 337.408, F.S. will regulate certain installations under local government control so as to relieve FDOT’s liability in certain lawsuits under the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Those installations include: bus stops, benches, transit shelters, street light poles, waste disposal receptacles, public pay phones and modular news racks within rights-of-way.  All installations must be in compliance with all applicable laws and rules including the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). 
The Department has the authority to direct the immediate relocation or removal of any bus stop, bench, transit shelter, waste disposal receptacle, public pay phone, or modular news rack that endangers life or property or that is otherwise not in compliance with applicable laws and rules.
Municipalities and counties that have authorized the installation of benches or transit shelters within the right-of-way limits of any road on the State Highway System must remove or relocate, or cause the removal or relocation of, the installation at no cost to the department within 60 days after written notice by the department that the installation is unreasonably interfering in any way with the convenient, safe, or continuous use of or the maintenance, improvement, extension, or expansion of the State Highway System road.
Rule 14-20 – Private Use of Right of Way
Violation of Rule 14-20 – If the Department finds any shelter or bench in violation of any portion of the rule, except those determined to be a safety hazard, FDOT will provide written notice of the violation to the appropriate city or county government (or private owner of the structure), who shall correct the violation or remove the structure within 30 days after the receipt of the notice.

	Must not reduce min clear 30” x 48” min clear space.  Must not be placed on wheelchair landing pads.
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
