Using FDOT Sheet Navigator
Q: If I use the border as a xref, will the sheet number and title change to each according sheets like s-1, s-2.....?
A: Yes. It works with referenced borders.

Q: Why would it be placing all my files under the Roadway component when I have drainage, survey etc.?
A: The components are based on the plans components defined in the PPM and not the discipline folders in the project directory structure.

Q: Why would it be placing all my files under the Roadway component when I have drainage, survey etc.?
A: Those sheet go into the Roadway component of a plans set.

Q: why do some print order names begin with an 01 number but others begin with 99?
A: The 01 or 99 are indicating what component the sheet belongs in within the drawing set.

Q: Yes I understand that but I thought it may have separated them based on the directory.
A: It seperates the sheets based on the component to which it belongs.

Q: Can you please open one pcf file on the screen  so I can compare it to what I have?
A: N\A

Q: Why the sheet navigator is not reading the project FPID, and I have to type in manually?
A: Sheet Navigator get the FP ID number from the PCF file in the root of the projects directory.  If it is not coming in, I would check to make sure it is there.

Q: Why the sheet navigator is not reading the project FPID, and I have to type in manually?
A: The FPID value is stored in the PCF file. If you do not select a project in the MicroStation Manager dialog a PCF is not used.

Q: I checked the PCF and it looks correct comparing to other working PCF for another project
A: N\A

Q: Loading Trnsport resets the plot scale to 1:1. Has that been corrected? It is a problem if not spotted as it happens.
A: Why is that a problem?

Q: Is there a tool in the bar menu to delete/replace cells? We used to do it with Axiom.
A: MicroStation has a replace cell tool but it is very limited. We can develop a new tool to do that and add it to the menu.

Q: Are you going to explain in this webinar how to manipulate the EOR cel editing one of the setting files?
A: That will be in the advanced webinar.

Q: Do you change the information in the cell manually the same as deleting it?
A: Are you referring to the EOR cells?
Q: Yes, the EOR cells.
A: You can create your own EOR cells and then have them included in Sheet Navigator using a site level settings XML file. That will probably be covered next week.

Q: I'm having a problem when I build an index that I'm getting a bunch of files with the same name of some of my files that I'm indexing with ""-compress"" or ""-un-compress"" that seem to be slowing down the process a lot.  Beyond deleting them and trying again is there another way to fix this?
A: Yes. That will be covered in the advanced webinar.

Q: Why are some files set to 99.999 for print order?  I don't think I can auto number if I have a bunch of sheets that fall into this category
A: You are correct. The sheets with the 99.999 designation are not recognized by the program as belonging to any valid component and have no order value to assign a sheet number.
