General Installation Notes

Installing GuidSIGN 4.3

GuidSIGN 4.3 installs all Program files required to run in

AutoCAD and MicroStation to the same program folder.

GuidSIGN 4.3 reads the registry at program load time.

Upgrading from GuidSIGN 4.2

The upgrade process will install all the files required to run in

AutoCAD and MicroStation to the same program folder. The user

is asked to provide the location of the existing program folder to

install the upgrade to.

FHWA True Type Fonts

GuidSIGN 4.3 includes the ability to install FHWA True Type

fonts (provided by DGI Traffic, a division of DGI Technologies

Corporation). These are available during the Standalone and

Workstation installations. Users must agree to and abide by the

License Agreement to install and use these True Type fonts.

Installing on a Standalone

Computer

Note: Before installing GuidSIGN, you must have write access to

the root of C.

To install GuidSIGN from CD:

1 Insert the GuidSIGN CD into the computer’s CD-ROM drive.

2 If the installation program does not start automatically:

a. Click Start > Run on the Windows taskbar.

b. Type drive:\cdkeyproc where drive is the drive letter of

the computer’s CD-ROM drive.

c. Click OK, and follow the on-screen installation

instructions.

3 Select the New Install option.

4 Enter the License Number and CD Key that came with your

package and click OK.

5 When prompted, provide Setup with the location to install the

Program files.

6 The setup file will create the required folders and create the

registry entries.

7 Proceed to Starting GuidSIGN in AutoCad or Starting

GuidSIGN in MicroStation.

Installing on a Network

Installing GuidSIGN on a network involves two stages: Setting up

the Server then, Configuring the Workstations.

Folders and Permissions

The names of folders where files are located are stored in the

registry. The registry entries are automatically created when

GuidSIGN is installed, but can be changed after installation if

desired by using the GuidSIGN Configuration utility. See

GuidSIGN Configuration Utility.

Folder Contents Permissions

Program files Read/execute

License and Log files Full read/write

Output files and settings Full read/write

The Program files do not need to be stored on the same drive as

the License and Log files to allow for more flexibility. The

Program files can be installed to a shared folder or a subfolder of

a shared folder on the server that has read/execute permissions.

License and Log files must be installed to a subfolder of a shared

folder on the server that has full read/write permissions. The

Output files should always be located on each workstation to

preserve each user’s individual settings. The Program files folder

and License and Log files folder must exist and correct

permissions set prior to running Setup.

Network Configuration Types

Run from Workstation

GuidSIGN is run from the workstation to reduce network traffic

(recommended configuration). The Program files are copied

down to the workstation so that GuidSIGN is running locally (the

Workstation folder doubles as the Program files folder in this

case).

Run from Server

The workstation is configured to run GuidSIGN from the server

so network traffic is heavier. No Program files are copied to the

workstation.

Note: Each workstation running GuidSIGN must be able to

access the License and Log files folder on the server in either

configuration.

IMPORTANT! Installation of the Program files must be

performed at the network server if you want Setup to create an

uninstall routine on the server. The instructions for Setting up the

Server are assumed to be performed at the server, however,

they can be performed at a workstation.

Setting up the Server:

1 Create or locate a shared folder with at least read and

execute permissions on the server. This folder will be for the

Program files.

2 Create or locate a shared folder with full read/write

permissions on the server. This folder will be for the License

and Log files.

3 Insert the GuidSIGN CD into the server’s CD-ROM drive.

4 If the installation program does not start automatically:

a. Click Start > Run on the Windows taskbar.

b. Type drive:\cdkeyproc where drive is the drive letter of

the server’s CD-ROM drive.

c. Click OK, and follow the on-screen installation

instructions.

5 Select the New Install option.

6 Enter the License Number and CD Key that came with your

package and click OK.

7 When prompted for the location of the Program files, browse

to the folder you created in step 1.

8 When prompted for the location of the License and Log files,

browse to the shared folder you created in step 2.

9 Proceed to Configuring the Workstations.

Configuring the Workstations:

1 At each workstation that will be running GuidSIGN, browse

to the program folder on the server and run the

GS43C_Workstation.exe file.

2 You have the option to configure the workstation such that

GuidSIGN is run from the workstation or from the server. If

GuidSIGN is run from the workstation (recommended) the

Program files are copied down to the workstation and

network traffic is reduced when running GuidSIGN (the

Output and Settings folder doubles as the Program files

folder in this case). If GuidSIGN is run from the server no

files are copied to the workstation and network traffic is

heavier.

3 When prompted for the location of the License and Log files,

browse to the shared folder you created during the server

setup.

4 Setup will create the required local folders on the

workstation. Alternatively, complete step 1 and 2 for the first

workstation and then copy the working folder structure to the

remaining workstations on the network. You may also copy

the GuidSIGN 4 for AutoCAD desktop shortcuts to the

desktop on the remaining workstations. This assumes that

the same versions of AutoCAD are installed in the same

locations. Note that uninstall routines will not be created on

the remaining workstations if you use the alternate method.

5 Proceed to Starting GuidSIGN in AutoCAD or Starting

GuidSIGN in MicroStation.
