Estimated completion is summer 2017. The contractor is Ranger Construction Industries,
Inc.

SR 70 east of Okeechobee/NE 34" Avenue to Williams Road/NE 48" Avenue in
Okeechobee: Maintenance permit project: Crews are relocating utilities along the south
side of the road. No lane closures are scheduled, but use caution and watch for workers
close to the road.

SR 70 west of US 27: Maintenance permit project: Watch for workers close to the road while
they work from the shoulders cleaning ditches. Use caution driving in these areas.

POLK COUNTY

I-4/SR 559 Interchange (Auburndale): Construction project: Watch for a temporary change
in the traffic pattern on southbound SR 559. Beginning Thursday night, March 31,
motorists traveling southbound on SR 559 are able to turn left onto the eastbound 1-4 on-
ramp without utilizing the jug handle configuration located south of future CR 559A.
Crews are excavating existing slopes along eastbound 1-4 and adjacent to SR 559, paving
SR 559 near the 1-4 eastbound on-ramp, and constructing piers and driving pile for the
new bridge. Watch for trucks entering and leaving the highway. Drive with caution
and watch for traffic shifts and temporary intermittent lane closures, changes in traffic
patterns, and flaggers directing traffic as needed on SR 559.

US 98 (SR 35) from US 92 (Memorial Boulevard) to Parkview Place: Maintenance permit
project: Watch for nighttime/overnight lane closures from 10 p.m. to 5 a.m. along the
outside northbound lane while crews install an overhead lines parallel to the east side of
US 98. Use caution and be prepared to stop.

US 98 from Fletcher Park at Lake Bonny to Lemon Street in Lakeland: Construction
project: Watch for single lane closures and be prepared to merge as workers complete
sodding and miscellaneous cleanup. Work on this project includes removing existing
asphalt and paving, adding ADA mats to sidewalks, adjusting manholes within the work
zone, modifying traffic separators, upgrading traffic signal equipment, adjusting signs
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and adding additional school crossing signs. The contractor is Lane Construction
Corporation. Weather permitting; expected completion is summer 2016.

US 98 Peace River Trail in Ft. Meade: Construction project: Crews are constructing the trail
and timber bridges through Ft. Meade Outdoor Recreation Area between US 98 and Mt.
Pisgah Road. Project improvements include constructing a compacted coquina shell path,
two pedestrian bridges, a short path leading to the river on the south end of the trail and a
pull-off area at Mt. Pisgah Road. Central Concrete Products, Inc. is the contractor.
Weather permitting; expected completion is early 2016.

US 98 from US 17 to Peace River in Fort Meade: Construction project: Expect intermittent
daytime lane closures with flaggers directing traffic as crews install new light poles. Use
caution and be prepared to stop. The improvements under this contract consist of adding
highway lighting, and signing and refurbishing pavement markings. The expected
completion date is the spring of 2016. The contractor for this project is Florida Industrial
Electric Company.

US 92 at the intersection of SR 659 (Combee Road) in Lakeland: Construction project:
Watch for intermittent eastbound lane closures on US 92 through March while crews
work at the intersection with Combee Road. The right turn lane remains open. Use
caution and be prepared to merge. Expect lane closures on Combee Road and US 92 the
night of Tuesday, March 29, 2016, as crews place pavement markings.

Watch for uneven pavement and
traffic shifts throughout the project corridor.

Improvements on this project include expanding US 27 and the bridge at US 192 from
four lanes to six lanes, resurfacing the existing roadway, adding paved bike lanes,
building curb and gutter with drainage swales, constructing sidewalk, installing new
concrete pole traffic signals at the intersections of US 27/California Boulevard and US
27/Student Drive, and installing sound barrier walls.

US 17 from Bartow Road to Bear Creek Apartments: Construction Project: Crews are
working on the signals, sidewalk and widening north of the bridge at SR 60 and Van
Fleet Boulevard at night, and removing concrete during the day. Watch for
nighttime/overnight lane closures and be prepared to merge. This project includes milling
and paving, closing some unused driveways, pouring concrete bus pads, adding/repairing
sidewalk, replacing traffic signal poles at Georgia Street, and upgrading equipment and
adding lighted street signs at signalized intersections, installing pedestrian crossing
signals and drainage improvements.

US 17 from 9™ Street NE to 9" Street SE in Fort Meade: Construction project: Expect
intermittent nighttime/overnight lane closures from 7 p.m. to 6 a.m. while crews continue
working on the sidewalk and new streetlights. Please use caution, be prepared to merge
and watch for workers close to the road. The improvements under this contract consist of
replacing and adding some new highway lighting, and signing and repairing sidewalk in
various locations. The expected completion date is the summer of 2016. The contractor
for this project is Traffic Control Devices, Inc.

US 17 at the railroad crossing between Carlton Road and CR 640: Maintenance permit
project: Crews are replacing power poles in the railroad right of way along the
southbound lanes through Monday, April 11. Use caution and watch for equipment
entering and leaving the roadway.

US 17 from E Seminole Trail to E Conant St in Bartow: Maintenance permit project: Expect
intermittent nighttime/overnight lane closures for 6 p.m. to 8 a.m., both northbound and
southbound while crews work in the median through the end of March. Expect
intermittent nighttime/overnight lane closures from 6 p.m. to 8 a.m. northbound while
crews work on a right turn lane. Use caution and prepare to stop.

US 17/92 south of Parker Road South in Davenport: Maintenance permit project: Crews will
close the outside southbound lane from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., Monday, March 28 through
Friday, April 1, for work on Duke Energy lines.

US 17/92 at CR 54 (Ronald Reagan Parkway)/Kinny Harmon Road in Davenport:
Maintenance permit project: Expect intermittent lane closures both northbound and
southbound on US 17/92 and Ronald Reagan Parkway from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., Sunday,
March 27, through Saturday, April 2, while crews complete final roadwork. Use caution
and be prepared to stop.

US 17/92 at Ernie Caldwell Blvd. in Davenport: Maintenance permit project: Motorist should
use caution and watch for workers and equipment close to the road. This project includes
adding turn lanes and shoulders on US 17/92 at the extension of Ernie Caldwell



Boulevard, approximately two miles south of CR 54 (Ronald Reagan Parkway).
Contractor plans no lane closures this week.

SR 563 (Harden Boulevard) at South Parkway Frontage Road: Construction Project: Crews

will begin work the week of Monday, March 28. Watch for workers close to the road.
During completion is spring 2016. The contractor is Ajax Paving Industries, Inc.

SR 539 (Kathleen Road) from Pear Street to West Elliot Street: Construction project: Watch

for periodic daytime and nighttime lane closures for miscellaneous asphalt repairs, signal
work, striping and general cleanup throughout the project. Use caution and be prepared to
merge.

Work on this project includes resurfacing, closing two underutilized mid-block median
openings, adding turn lanes, making median modifications, replacing traffic and
pedestrian signals, reworking some of the side street entrances, restriping and building a
new median crosswalk just south of Interstate 4. Estimated completion is summer 2016.
The contractor is Preferred Materials, Inc.

at South Creek Drive and Willow Oak Road: Construction project: Watch for daily
lane closures, both eastbound and westbound, from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., as crews install
striping and sod along SR 60, Mondays through Fridays. Use caution when traveling
through the new median opening on SR 60 at Willow Oak Road while motorists get used
to the new traffic pattern.

Improvements on this project include adding a new raised traffic separator to guide
motorists through the Willow Oak Road intersection, adding right and left turn lanes at
South Creek Drive, and closing an underused median opening east of South Creek Drive.
Expected project completion is spring 2016. The contractor is Florida Safety Contractors,
Inc.

Roadway and Rail Road Crossing Improvement Projects from west of Diesel Road
to east of CR 555; SR 37 from SE 3rd Street to SR 60; West of Nichols Road to east
of Prairie Industrial Parkway in Bartow/Mulberry: Construction project: Expect lane
closures on SR 60, both eastbound and westbound for railroad crossing repair, sod
placement and paving, Observe posted speed limits, be prepared to merge and watch for
changes in the traffic pattern.

Improvements on this project include; constructing new approach slabs for railroad
crossings on SR 60 at Nichols Road, Phosphate Boulevard, Mosaic Crossing, and Skew
Crossing, resurfacing the existing roadway, improving the roadway drainage, and
improving SR 60 signalization. Expected project completion is fall 2015, weather
permitting. The contractor is The Lane Construction Corporation.

SR 60 from Flamingo Drive to Connersville Road in Bartow: Construction project: Crews are

SR 60 from 11th Street to Myrtle Avenue in Lake Wales: Construction project: Watch for
nighttime/overnight lane closures from 7 p.m. to 6 a.m. along SR 60, as crews work on a
turn lane and median modification project along SR 60 in Lake Wales. The project will
improve traffic flow, and includes turn lane and/or median modifications at 11" Street,
Hunt Brothers Road, Buck Moore Road, Highland Drive, and Myrtle Avenue. Expected
completion is April 2016. The contractor is Ajax Paving Industries, Inc.

SR 37 (South Florida Avenue) from CR 540A to Carter Road in Lakeland: Maintenance
permit project: Crews are restoring right-of-way along the northbound lanes of SR 37.
Use caution and watch for workers close to the road.

SR 37 at CR 640 south of Mulberry: Construction project: Crews continue excavating and
installing lighting conduit and light pole bases along the shoulders of the road during the
daytime and removing and replacing roadway striping at night. Expect
nighttime/overnight lane closures with flaggers directing traffic. Use caution and be
prepared to stop. The improvements under this contract consist of highway lighting,
signalization and signing and pavement markings. The expected completion date is the
spring of 2016. The contractor for this project is Florida Industrial Electric Company.

SR 33 (Commonwealth Avenue) at the intersection of Deen Still Road in Polk City:
Construction project: Nighttime work will require lane closures with temporary signals
controlling traffic from each direction for the next several weeks. Four temporary signals
will allow one direction of traffic to access the roundabout at night while crews pave the
approaches to the roundabout and work on the traffic separators and curbs. Daytime lane
closures may also be necessary as crews landscape the center island.

One signal will shine green, while the remaining three shine red, allowing motorists from
one direction at a time to drive through the roundabout. Motorists should anticipate
longer wait times and expect delays during the evening and overnight.

Temporary signals flash yellow during the day, allowing full use of the roundabout from
all directions until early evening when crews return to complete work on the project.
Please remember the following during this construction phase:

e Four temporary traffic signals control traffic during the nighttime/overnight, so be
prepared to stop and remain stopped for longer periods.



e Do not turn right on red from any direction; move only on a green signal.

Sarasota County Advance Traffic Management System (ATMS) Phase 1V: Sarasota County
has contracted with Traffic Control Devises, Inc. (TCD), to upgrade the traffic signal
controllers and equipment for 52 intersections throughout Sarasota County, City of
Sarasota and the City of North Port. The improvements will consist of installing,
integrating and testing the ATMS field elements, including traffic controllers and
cabinets, Closed-Circuit Television (CCTV) cameras, and fiber optic communications
cable and transmission equipment along the roadways. As part of this project, 10
intersections will receive full Americans with Disability Act (ADA) upgrades to meet
current standards. Construction began on March 4, 2015 and should be complete by the
spring 2016. Daytime work will consist of placing concrete for and pulling forms from
concrete aprons, at various locations along US 41 and along Sumter Boulevard and also,
doing restoration work throughout the project site. There will be minimal impact to the
travelling public. There will be various systems testing ongoing which should not cause
any impact to the travelling public.

I-75: From Sumter Boulevard to River Road: Construction project: This project expands I-75
to six lanes. Crews are building cable barrier, installing drainage, and placing
embankment and lime rock in the median, and installing drainage and lighting on the
outside shoulders Monday through Saturday, 7 a.m. to 5 p.m., weather permitting. Pay
attention to traffic signs and barricades throughout the construction project. Stay alert and
use caution in the work zone. Estimated completion is fall 2016. The contractor is Prince
Contracting, LLC.

I-75 (SR 93) / University Parkway Diverging Diamond Interchange (DDI)
(Sarasota/Bradenton): Construction Project:



Watch for temporary lane closures on the 1-75 southbound on-ramp at night/overnight
Monday, March 28 through Thursday night from 9 p.m. to 7 a.m. Temporary intermittent
single and double lane closures are in place at night/overnight on northbound I-75
Monday, March 28 through Friday night, April 1 from 8 p.m. to 7 a.m. Double lane
closures begin at 10 p.m. Watch for trucks entering and leaving the highway.

Temporary intermittent single and double lane closures are in place at night/overnight on
eastbound and westbound University Parkway from Cooper Creek Blvd. to Market Street
Monday, March 28 through Friday night, April 1 from 9 p.m. to 7 a.m., double lane
closures begin at 10 p.m.

The contractor is driving piles during the daytime and nighttime, installing drainage pipe
throughout the project, widening the bridges at Foley Creek and Errie Creek, paving and
installing barrier wall on 1-75, and constructing the MSE wall for the new bridge at I-75.
Watch for changes in the speed limit. Speeding fines double when workers are
present.

Improvements being made as part of this project consist of constructing a diverging
diamond interchange, adding an auxiliary lane on northbound and southbound I-75,
constructing new bridges on 1-75 over University Parkway, widening of University
Parkway, widening of 1-75 bridges over Errie Creek and Foley Creek, realignment of on-
ramps and off-ramps at [-75/University Parkway, addition of ponds, drainage
improvements, new lighting and signalization, construction of a noise wall on the west
side of I-75, sidewalks, bike lanes, and pedestrian walkways.

US 41 at SR 789: Maintenance permit project: The sidewalk located along the west side of US
41 from SR 789 to Ritz Carlton Drive and sidewalk located along the north side of SR
789 from Sunset Drive to US 41 will remain closed until construction of the development
located at the corner of US 41 and SR 789 is complete. Pedestrians should follow the
established detour.

US 41 from Woodmere Road to the Lowes Entrance: Construction project: Crews are
removing old asphalt, resurfacing the roadway, and replacing traffic and pedestrian
signals. AJAX Paving Industries is the contractor. Expected completion is spring 2016.

US 41/Venice By-Pass from Gulf Coast Boulevard to Bird Bay Drive: Construction project:
Crews are installing utility and storm drain systems and continuing temporary pavement
construction. Expect nighttime/overnight northbound and southbound lane closures from
8 p.m. to 5:30 a.m. throughout the project limits while crews are working. Additionally,
crews are working at the intersections of Cypress Avenue, Groveland Avenue and
Pineland Avenue. Expect nighttime/overnight lane closures on these streets from 9:30
p.m. to 5:30 a.m. Only one side-street lane closure will occur at a time and flagmen will
be in place to direct traffic through the work area. Pay attention to construction signs in
this area as well.

Ridgewood Avenue at US 41/Venice By-Pass is closed and detours will be in place
intermittently during utility and storm drainage construction. Traffic will access
Ridgewood Avenue by taking US 41/Venice By-Pass to E. Venice Avenue and then head
east to Bay Indies Boulevard.

SR 72 at Stickney Point Road: Maintenance permit project: Crews are replacing power poles.
Expect daytime partial eastbound right turn-lane closures on Monday, April 4 and
Tuesday, April 5 from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. Use caution and expect possible delays.
