Rail Corridor Permit Procedure
The following is the procedure for applying for a Permit along the State owned South Florida Rail Corridor. The Rail Corridor spans both District 4 and District 6, however the lead office to contact is the District 4 Rail Office. All proposed work to be done within or impacting the Right of Way of the South Florida Rail Corridor must be permitted by both FDOT and CSX Transportation. 
1. Applicant requests permit application from FDOT District 4 Rail Office.

2. FDOT sends out to the applicant the proper application for the type of work requested. This application will include both an application from FDOT and CSX (also available at http://www.csx.com), along with instructions for each.

3. Applicant completes both permit applications and requested additional items/documents as specified in instructions sent along with the permit applications.
4. Applicant submits the 5 original CSX applications and related documents/items to CSX for their processing and approval. 
5. Applicant submits the 5 original FDOT application and related documents to FDOT. We will open a file for the permit application and wait for CSX to review, approve and send their approved permit application to us.
6. Once FDOT receives the approved CSX permit, we will combine both permit applications and submit to the appropriate FDOT permits office for review and approval.

7. Once the permit application package is final approved by FDOT, we will distribute the permits to the appropriate parties.

FDOT receives CSXT permit and combines the two Permit Applications. The package is sent to the appropriate FDOT Permits Office for final review and approval





FDOT sends out the complete approved Permit Application package to the appropriate parties
