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Guidebook for Florida STOPS Applications

Both will focus on high-level issues critical for successful STOPS applications for Capital Investment Grant (“New/Small Starts”) projects and other transit planning studies. What is STOPS?
The 2013 Final Rule on major capital investment projects revised the measures that FTA uses to evaluate and rate proposed major transit projects. FTA also promised to develop a simplified method that project sponsors can use, at their option, to predict the trips-on-project measures and the automobile-VMT change needed for the environmental measure. STOPS meets that requirement. STOPS is a stand-alone software package that applies a set of travel models to predict detailed transit travel patterns for the No-build and Build scenarios, quantify the trips-on-project measure for all travelers and for transit dependents, and compute the change in automobile VMT based on the change in overall transit ridership between the two scenarios. STOPS has been evolving since its release in 2013 and can be applied to support a wider range of planning applications – such as systems planning, operations planning and QA/QC of forecasts from local travel demand models.
