and freshwater fishing.

* The Okeechobee Livestock Market was built in the 1930’s by the local Cattlemen’s Association to meet the industry’s
need for a regional trading center. Now locally owned & operated, the Okeechobee Livestock Market is the largest volume
market in Florida, selling around 150,000 head of cattle through the auction ring annually.

* The county is home to many of Florida’s traditional cattle ranching families. There are 65,000 head of beef cattle in the
county, and the industry hinges on the production of feeder calves-animals sold when they are 6 to 10 months in age and

weighing 400-600 pounds.
